In the spring of that year, 
construction began on a breathtaking 136-acre property, a bold 
investment of $150,000—equivalent to $3.7 million in today’s dollars—
in what would soon blossom into one of the region’s most esteemed 
golf and social clubs. 
 
Renowned architects John S. Sweeney and Walter J. Travis brought 
their vision to life, crafting a championship golf course that opened for 
play on June 29, 1918. With its unique design elements and 
challenging layout, this course quickly gained prestige, earning 
Certificate No. 173 as an Active United States Golf Association 
member. 
 
From its very beginning, Lochmoor Club has been a magnet for a 
distinguished roster of members, including some of Detroit’s most 
influential figures—Fred M. Alger, Walter O. Briggs, A. H. Buhl, Roy D. 
Chapin, James Couzens, Horace and John Dodge, Albert and Lawrence 
Fisher, Edsel Ford, Eddie V. Rickenbacker, J. D. Standish Jr., and 
Oscar Weber. With their unwavering commitment, these visionaries 
laid the foundation for a club that would become synonymous with 
excellence. 
 
More than a century later, our mission remains unwavering: to uphold 
and elevate the vision that began in 1917, continuously evolving to 
meet the ever-changing needs of our membership. Lochmoor Club is 
more than a golf course; it is a timeless retreat where families and 
friends create lasting memories, ensuring its enduring legacy for 
future generations.

Upon receipt of the aforementioned materials, the applicant shall meet from 30 minutes to an 
an hour with current members of the Lochmoor Club Board of Directors. 

5 New Member Orientation 
With your application posted for 15 days, recommendation letters sent, and meeting with a 
Board Member complete, the Membership Director will reach out to you for final steps and to 
schedule your orientation.
